The Emergency Room
• Chest or upper abdominal pain or pressure
• Coughing or vomiting blood
• Difficulty breathing, shortness of breath
• Fainting, sudden dizziness, weakness
• Head injury or sudden severe headache
• Major fractures or burns
• Poisoning or suspected overdose
• Seizure or loss of consciousness

• Severe numbness of face, arm, or leg
• Severe or persistent vomiting or diarrhea
• Sudden slurred speech, visual changes or 

weakness
• Sudden or severe pain 
• Suicidal or homicidal feelings
• Uncontrolled bleeding
• Vaginal bleeding with pregnancy
